The Children’s Hospital Foundation

The purpose of the Children’s Hospital Foundation is: to further the physical,
mental and social well-being of children and their families in Eastern Ontario and
Western Quebec by raising, managing and disbursing funds.

2001 was a year that featured many exciting stories, developments and
firsts for both the Foundation and the hospital with the most significant
change being the beginning of CHEO's three-year capital redevelopment
project. With construction of the new wing now underway, the children
at CHEO can soon look forward to improvements in the areas of Critical
Care, Emergency, Mental Health Services, Rehabilitation Therapy and the
Medical Day Unit to name a few.
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The continued success of our major events like “The Kiwanis Duck Race”,
“Dream of a Lifetime Lottery” and “le tour Nortel Networks” combined
with over 150 third-party fundraising events demonstrates the continued
growth of community support for CHEO. In 2001 this incredible support
enabled the Foundation to raise over $9 million revenue net of direct
fundraising costs, for the children at CHEO.

Funds raised by the Children’s Hospital Foundation provide extras to the
Hospital making a good facility into a world-class health centre. Each year,
the Hospital identifies major areas that require funding. These have
traditionally fallen into the following areas:

e Research start-up grants ¢ Equipment
e Staff education ¢ Family emergency needs
e Enhancements to the paediatric nature of CHEO

The Hospital and the Foundation Board collaborate to distribute the funds
where the needs are greatest. In the past few years, the Hospital has given
priority to replacing and upgrading aging equipment.

The Foundation commits approximately $900,000 per year to the CHEO
Research Institute for distribution to researchers starting new projects.

Foundation funding helps enhance the paediatric nature of the Hospital.
This is accomplished through improvements to the physical environment
such as child-friendly decorations and play parks.

Some funding is made available through CHEO social workers to families
who are in crisis and need short-term financial assistance to make it
through a difficult period.

The Children’s Hospital of Eastern Ontario

The Children’s Hospital of Eastern Ontario is a health care centre dedicated to
providing comprehensive care to children and young people in Eastern Ontario
and Western Quebec. Opened in 1974, CHEO offers a range of medical services
for patients from birth through 18 years of age.

In 2001 CHEO handled 180,000 outpatient visits in 50 specialized clinics;
managing 6,000 overnight admissions for a total of 40,000 patient days; and dealt
with 145 Emergency visits per day (52,900 visits per year).

CHEO is the primary paediatric
teaching hospital of the University of
Ottawa Faculty of Medicine. Through
the work of its Research Institute,
CHEO maintains a growing
reputation for major research into
diseases and health problems
afflicting children.

As we head into this exciting period
of building and growth the path
remains clear: paediatric medicine

must have an even
stronger impact on the
health of Canadian
families, day in, day
out, than ever before.
Although it must
continue to function
flawlessly as a service hospital and a teaching hospital, it is essential that
CHEO continue growing and changing in order to meet future needs.

The
Finance Committee reports its findings to the Board for consideration
when approving the financial statements for issuance to the members
in the annual report.
